3.  Dogs are not allowed.  
4.  Parking is in assigned areas only.  
Please limit your unloading time to one 
hour.  ABSOLUTELY DO NOT DROP 
TRAILERS BEHIND EVENT CENTER. 
5.  Youth Qualifying:  RMQHYA has

6.  Day Stalls $35.00 per stall.  All 
horses not stalling must tie to their 
trailers.

Out of State Origin: 30-day health 
certificate is required and must show 
proof of a negative Coggins test for EIA 
within 12 months of the date of the show. 
Any horses found showing evidence of 
infectious, contagious or communicable 
diseases may be immediately withdrawn 
from the show and held in quarantine at 
the owner’s risk and expense until 
properly treated and recovered, or unti 
properly released to return to owner’s 
premises following treatment. 
 

SHOW PROCEDURES 
1. AQHA classes will be conducted in 
accordance with the 2009 AQHA Rules 
and Regulations. 
2. Checks returned for any reason – 
insufficient funds, closed account, etc. 
will be charged a $30 check charge plus 
all costs involved in collection of payment 
due.  US Funds on US Banks ONLY. 
3. Scratching Class Policy – You must 
scratch 2 classes ahead of time on the 
scratch sheet in the show office and you 
won’t be charged. Scratches made after 
a class had an order of go drawn will  
be charged. You must scratch in the 
office on the proper form or you will 
be charged. 
 

4.  Exhibitors are requested to enter 2 
classes or 1-hour prior to the scheduled 
event. Please enter the first class of the 
day the day before.  All entry tabs must 
leave an open check with Show 
Secretary at time of first entry.  You may 
enter a class for all days, however,  
please read the charge policy for 
scratching a class.
